Committee once more is offering the 8-week Just Faith series, 

Faith and Racial Healing. This past week, the group watched 

Steven Spielberg’s The Middle Passage - a film of the journey of 

enslaved Africans to the United States that was designed to give 

historical accuracy to Spielberg’s 1997 movie, Amistad. The 

purpose of the movie is not to make anyone feel guilty, but rather 

to understand our past, so that we might discern and take steps 

to address injustice in our present and future. At evening’s end, 

the group was asked to write a prayer for those who were 

enslaved. We hope to share this journey with the parish and in 

that spirit, share a few of the prayers: 

 
 Saints of God, come as angels to lead us away from division, toward conversion of hearts. 
 May your pain and hardship be a lesson for others and may your ancestors rise up and find peace, 

forgiveness, healing and meaning from your lives. 
 Oh sweet slaves, how did you endure even a second of that treatment and want to live to the next minute 

-  I pray for you;  How did you smile without tears—I pray for you; How did you love life—I pray for you; 
How did you speak without sobbing—I pray for you? How did you take your next breath—I pray for you. 

 Lord, open your kingdom to those seeking refuge, to those faithful to your pledge of life everlasting; to 
those who faltered by no fault of their own; and those who fell asleep untouched by love, mercy and 
spirit.  May we hold dear their stories, help carry the burden of their traumas and shine your light in 
their darkness. 

 Dear Lord, thank you for holding all of the departed, enslaved close as they have suffered tremendously 
and they deserve more than anyone, your love. Please have mercy on their descendants on earth who are 
still struggling for equality and dignity. 

 We pray and honor your strength, your yearning for freedom, your love of family and your enduring 
stamina. This country prays for your forgiveness.

On October 5, 13 parishioners held a prayer vigil in the courtyard for 

Ernest Johnson who was sentenced to death for a crime he committed 

25 years ago. Even after a plea by Pope France to grant clemency, the 

execution was carried out and Ernest was pronounced dead at 6:11 pm. 

A recent statement from the Missouri Catholic Conference said, “It is 

our prayer that we, the people of Missouri, look for ways to address these 

crimes without resorting to the death penalty. Life without parole is a 

severe punishment which isolates offending individuals from society. We 

ask Catholics and people of good will to join us in seeking alternatives to 

the death penalty for Missouri’s most violent criminals. Even those who commit the most offensive acts do not 

lose their human dignity before God.”
