RACIAL JUSTICE

Participants in the Faith and Racial Justice: Changing Systems and
Structures group completed their eighth session with a conversation
about next steps. The group discussed different local organizations that
support the work of criminal justice reform and decided to focus
efforts on pretrial cash bail. Among other readings and videos, the
%\VI,SI’fﬂf’/o ” group was struck by a TED Talk that noted “since 2000, the annual

number of people convicted of crimes has stayed steady, but the
average number of people in jail each year has shot up.” You can find
the Camilo Ramirez TED Talk at https://www.youtube.com/watch?

Plans are in the works to meet with the founders of
the KC Community Bail Fund in early September to learn more.
