For eight weeks this summer, a 
small group met each Wednesday 
evening to participate in the Vis 
Racial Justice Education sub-
committee initiative, a Just Faith 
program on Faith and Racial 
Healing.  At the final session on 
August 25, Eric Wesson, editor of 
the Kansas City Call and panelist 
on KCPT’s Kansas City Week in 
Review, talked about why he works 
for racial justice, how faith has 
formed his life, and what 

recommendations he had for this Visitation group committed to racial justice. Eric Wesson told the group to 
“feed the need” –meaning if someone is hungry, s/he must be fed first before meeting other needs; his advice to a 
church community is to “get out of the building” and live our faith in the world. When asked about gun violence 
in the city, he posited that the police department might pay more attention to violence if it occurred north of the 
river rather than east of Troost. Integrating faith into his remarks and in response to a question, he said “I am 
where I am today because of the grace of God.” 
In response, the group resolved to 
shop at black-owned businesses 
(special shout out to Sunfresh on 
Blue Parkway), to pay attention to 
news in the city and how it affects 
our neighbors in underserved areas, 
to explore venues, parks and stores 
east of Troost and to subscribe to 
The Call (everyone is invited to do so 
by calling 842-3804, ext.1.) 
 
The VIS RJ Education subcommittee will again offer this transformative 8-week Racial Healing program, 
beginning September 22. The process helps participants reflect on and develop their own Christian-rooted 
responses to racism. Fostering active listening, dialogue and prayer, the program forms a group that is rooted in 
trust and compassion. If you would like to participate in this group on Wednesday evenings, beginning 
September 22, please contact Karen Miller (karen @church.visitation.org) or email VISRJC@gmail.com.
