She has 
served as president of the Leadership Conference of Women Religious and president of the 
Conference of American Benedictine Prioresses. And for 12 years, she was prioress of her 
community, the Benedictine Sisters of Erie, Pennsylvania.  
 

ABOUT THE BOOK:  This book carries the weight and wisdom of the monastic 
spiritual tradition into the twenty-first century. Sister Joan leans into Saint  
Benedict, who, as a young man in the sixth century, sought moral integrity in the 
face of an empire not by conquering or overpowering the empire but by simply 
living an ordinary life extraordinarily well. This same monastic mindset can help 
us grow in wisdom, equanimity, and strength of soul as we seek restoration and 
renewal both at home and in the world. At a time when people around the 
world are bearing witness to human frailty—and, simultaneously, the endurance 
of the human spirit—The Monastic Heart invites readers of all walks to welcome 
this end of certainty and embrace a new beginning of our faith. Without  
stepping foot in a monastery, we can become, like those before us, a deeper, freer 
self, a richer soul - and, as a result, a true monastic, so “that in all things God 
may be glorified.”

RACIAL JUSTICE 
VENERABLE FATHER AUGUSTUS TOLTON 
This is the 5th in a series on United States Black Catholics who are in the process 
of being named saints of the Catholic Church. 

Born and baptized Augustus, ordained Augustine, and called “Good  
Father Gus” by friends later in his life, Augustus Tolton is the first Black  
Catholic priest in the United States. His cause for canonization was formally 
sponsored by the Archdiocese of Chicago in 2010 with the dioceses of  
Springfield, Illinois and Jefferson City, Missouri, where Tolton lived, joining the 
cause. Pope Benedict gave him status of Servant of God in 2012 and Pope  
Francis advanced the process naming Fr. Tolton Venerable 2019. 

  

    Augustus was born (1854) a poor slave in a farming community called Brush Creek near Hannibal, a port 
town in Missouri, a slave state on the west side of the Mississippi. When Augustus was quite young, his father 
left the family to join the Union Army, seeking to gain his freedom from slavery. After Augustus’ mother, Mary 
Jane was severely whipped in the presence of Augustus and his brother, she escaped with her two boys, seeking 
freedom across the river in Quincy, Illinois, a free state. 
 

   The family had been baptized Catholic by their enslavers, and in Quincy, they found other Black Catholics.  
They found as well Fr. Peter McGirr whose lifelong advocacy of Augustus began with getting Augustus into the 
Catholic school in Quincy. Augustus was a bright student and learned quickly and in his early days, experienced 
a calling to priesthood.  
 

   With McGirr’s help and Tolton’s perseverance, two lines of action developed: McGirr began the process of 
contacting seminary after seminary, making the case for accepting Augustus into their program. At the same 
time, Augustus continued to pile up credits in languages and liberal arts. Augustus Tolton was turned down by 
every U.S. seminary approached. It was a process that took years, facing discrimination every step of the way. 
 

   After a decade long effort, and after being rebuffed by every seminary contacted in the United States  
because he was Black, the breakthrough came: Augustus was accepted and enrolled at Rome’s Urbana College. 
The Urbana was a seminary for missionaries and had an international student body. With his solid academic 
start, Augustus expanded his proficiency in German, Italian, Latin, Greek and some African dialects. And in 
1886, at the age of 32, Fr. Augustine Tolton was ordained.  
 

   Discrimination did not stop with ordination. Expecting to be assigned to Africa, Fr. Tolton was instead  
assigned to Quincy Illinois, first to a parish in decline, then to a larger parish. While some Catholics were  
supportive, he was impeded by considerable opposition and discrimination, not least from other priests. 
 

   A fresh opportunity came in an invitation to transfer and pastor a parish in Chicago. There he pioneered in 
developing St Monica, a Black congregation on the model of a national parish. Starting with 30 members, the 
parish grew to over 600. 
 

   Bishop Joseph Perry of Chicago, Fr. Tolton’s biographer and advocate for his cause, writes realistically but 
inspiringly of Tolton’s characteristics: unresentful after what he had suffered, a model priest, a Christ-servant, 
 one who had to wrestle with disappointments, fear, racial hatred and animosity, and hurt. Yet he never lost his 

desire to serve and help all people, Black or White, rich or poor.   
 

   In a tragic turn, on a brutal hot day, July 9, 1897, returning from a long and 
demanding trip giving talks, he collapsed on a Chicago street and died shortly after.  
He was 43. Throughout his life, Fr. Tolton modeled patience, determination,  
perseverance and acceptance of what was given to him in life. He was “a bright light 
in a dark time.” (Perry)   
 

   May we carry with us that Light that perseveres in the midst of darkness.   
Venerable Augustine Tolton, pray for us.
