Dear Racial Justice Committee….: 
 

“Thank you for presenting Martin Luther King, Jr.’s words to us. It was a beautiful presentation, and I enjoyed 
being there… The song, “Let Justice Roll Like a River,” had me focused and really encouraged to listen more! 
Martin Luther King, Jr is a hero.  There’s so much wrong in this world, but Martin Luther King, Jr was on the 
right path to make things right. It’s so important to spread awareness, but with love...King talks about how Jesus 
says, ‘Love your enemies, bless them that curse you, pray for them that despitefully use you.’ We are all God’s 
creation, so how is it that you love him, but not his creation? That is the question I wonder each day.”

“The part that hit me the most was when he was talking about having to explain to his kids why they aren’t  

allowed the same rights as other people. It broke my heart because there isn’t even a valid reason why. That is 

what would be hardest for me.”

FINANCIAL 
December Contribution Income 
surpassed budget by $40,762, or 
7.5%, as the timing differences in  
parishioner giving patterns generated 
a positive turn at the end of the 
calendar year as members fulfilled 
their 2022 pledges. This surplus 
aligned with financial patterns seen in 
previous years. This month’s positive 
contribution income has reduced the 
year to date shortfall to $62,709 or 
3.2% of budget expectations. Other 
Income, which includes ministries, 
program fees, miscellaneous one-time 
donations, School tuition, registration 
fees and before/after care fees had a 
deficit of $4,129 in December, 
bringing our Total Operating Income 
for the month of December to a 
Surplus of $36,633 or 6.21%. 
 

Parish expenses in December were 
over budget by 3% or $14,796, 
creating a Parish Net Income of 
$21,838 for the month. 
 

For the year to date, Contribution and Other Income show a deficit of $33,910. Operating Expenses remain 
under budget by $22,990, creating a deficit in our YTD Parish Net Income of 4.5% or $10,920. 
 

Compared to the prior fiscal year to date, Parish Net Income for 2022/2023 surpassed last year's results by 
$37,151.

Congratulations on your Engagement! Visitation welcomes you into the marriage preparation 
process that will enrich and equip you to experience a joy-filled marriage. Visitation’s engaged 
couples who are preparing for marriage are guided in an insightful and life-giving marriage 
preparation process. Our process helps form essential marriage tools and establish a closer 
connection with our parish community. The Diocese of Kansas City-St. Joseph sets the 
expectation that engaged couples will notify parishes at least nine months in advance of their 
weddings in order to participate fully in preparation for the sacrament of marriage. Over the years our  
parish community has learned this and, without exception, contacts the parish as soon as they are engaged. For 
the most part people have to do that in order to get the church and reception site dates lined up well in 
advance of nine months. More recently, couples who are going “home” (out of Kansas City) to be married have 
contacted the parish three – six months before their weddings which does not allow adequate time. To be fair 
to those couples themselves and to the 40+ couples currently in marriage preparation at Visitation, if you are 
newly engaged, please contact our pastoral associate, Chris Sanders at 753-5155 x1309 or 
chris@church.visitation.org  so we can begin your new journey to married life.
