Persons over the age of 14 are asked to abstain from eating meat on all Fridays of Lent.

Give Alms ~ Opportunities for generosity include: Rice Bowl (benefits Catholic Relief Services)
throughout the season; Catholic Relief Services Collection (overseas emergency aid) on the March 18-19
weekend; and the Good Friday Collection on April 7 (benefits Christians in the Holy Land).
