YOGA AT VIS

RACIAL JUSTICE

On Monday, January 16, our country honors the life, work and legacy of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr.
Traditionally a day of service for many Americans, Martin Luther King Jr. Day is also an opportunity to educate
ourselves using Dr. King’s own words as our guide.

In 1963, a group of Birmingham area clergymen wrote an open letter condemning Dr. King’s nonviolent
protests against segregation, calling them “unwise and untimely.” Incarcerated in the Birmingham jail at the
time, Dr. King wrote an eloquent, principled response to their letter. Although the “I Have a Dream” speech is
King’s most-known work, “Letter from Birmingham Jail” is considered by many to be his most powerful
argument for racial equality.

The Visitation Racial Justice Committee will host a prayer service inspired by “Letter from Birmingham Jail” on
Monday, January 16, from 6:30 pm - 7:30 pm in the church. Come listen to excerpts of Dr. King’s letter
powerfully conveyed in a prayer setting. All are welcome.
