CARE PORTAL
A Care Portal story by Erin Greenhaulgh......

[ almost didn’t open the email. I'm too busy. Too much to do. Errands to run,

deadlines to meet, laundry to fold. I can barely meet my own needs, how am I going to
meet someone else’s! But something about “single mom in a shelter unexpectedly” o /

| o
tugged at me.

So, I opened it. Clicked on the link, and proceeded to read about a woman with five
kids whose ages and clothing sizes matched up almost perfectly with my own four. The
mom had warm weather clothes for her kids, but the weather had just started to dip
down into the 30s again, and they were desperate for long pants, longsleeved shirts,
coats, hats, mittens and more. I have those things. Lots of those things. We have years of hand-me-downs piled

up in our closets. I can always buy more - this woman cannot.

[ opened a coat closet and gazed at the North Face fleeces and puffy ski jackets in just about every size hanging
from hangers. [ had to help.

I replied to the email, and while my toddler napped, I rummaged through closets and storage bins and ended up
filling five trash bags of clothes. It was like two little fishes and fives loaves of bread—the clothes just kept
coming—and my kids haven’t even noticed that they’re down a few articles of warm clothing. And if they need
something, I can pop over to Target to re-sstock. The Care Portal email I received that morning helped that

family have a better winter than they otherwise would have.

Signing up to be on the Care Portal response team doesn’t take much. There’s absolutely no obligation or
judgment. You simply help when you can. Each situation is different. Sometimes it’s someone moving into a
home for the first time in need of furniture or household needs. Sometimes it’s a request for a Price Chopper

Gift card. Or a box of diapers and wipes for a newborn in foster care.

And it’s easy. Care Portal puts the need out there with a mass email and you can choose whether or not to
respond. Later that afternoon, a very grateful social worker pulled up in front of my house and we loaded the
bags into her car. At that point, we had only texted back and forth to arrange the pick-up. “I'd never used Care
Portal before, until this case,” she admitted. “So I really wasn’t sure what to expect, but I can’t even tell you how
helpful this is going to be for this family. The kids have been so cold and wearing their mom’s coats and hooded

sweatshirts to school.”

[ hadn’t been sure what to expect either, unsure that my efforts were going to pay off, but her gratitude told me
otherwise. | immediately started looking forward to my next Care Portal email. Maybe I'll be able to help and
maybe [ won’t. The needs are diverse but easy to fulfill. And there’s always need. I can’t change the world or end

poverty, but I can make a difference. And so can you.

school this month. This brings our total monthly income to a negative $66,066 or 16.3% under budget.

Parish expenses were under budget in November by $28,154, due to personnel and lower than expected
Donations to the Poor. The positive variance on expenses reduced the net before extraordinary to a negative

$37,912.

Contribution Income year-to-date shows a deficit of $20,985 and a surplus of $170 on Other Income creating a
year-to-date deficit of $20,815 or 0.96%. Operational Expense year-to-date are under budget by $22,673 leaving
the Parish Net before Extraordinary year-to-date surplus of $1,858.

Compared to the prior fiscal year to date, Parish Net Income for 2021/2022 surpassed last year's results by
$99,555. This particular positive variance, however, will fluctuate from month to month as the year progresses,
due in part to normal contribution and expenditure timing differences and to the volatility and some uncertainty
that the Covid pandemic has introduced into Visitation parish life.
